BACKGROUND / PROPOSAL:

The La Crete North Sanitary Trunk Sewer Design Report was developed by Helix
Engineering Inc. with the report approved by Council at the November 25th Regular
Council meeting.

Phase 1 of the Design Report provides a preliminary engineering design that includes a
sanitary sewer-servicing concept which would service the following sanitary sub-basins
within the La Crete area:

e Section 16-106-15-W5M
e West half of 15-106-15-W5M

The Phase 1 scope of work includes roughly 2885 m of gravity mains ranging from 450
mm to 675 mm diameter, and a depth from 3.6 m to 9.8 m. There will also be a new lift
station required near the lagoon, along with a short force main. Phase 1 is estimated to
cost around $6.5 million.

Development is dependent on this servicing for the North side of La Crete, and several
multi-lot subdivision applications have already been approved. It is anticipated that 80+
lots will be developed prior to this sanitary trunk line being completed.

an RFP for engineering services required to complete the design and construction of the
La Crete North Sanitary Trunk Sewer.

Purpose

The purpose of the Rural Development Standards Policy is to establish rural
development standards to ensure consistent development is maintained within
the rural areas of the County and to provide clarity to developers respecting the
County’s expectations for rural development.

Policy Statement:

Mackenzie County and developers have a shared responsibility for defining and
addressing the existing and future needs of the region by creating development
policies consistent with Mackenzie County plans, policies, and bylaws community
objectives. Mackenzie County will provide guidance and vision for development
objectives. These policies should be applied equitably and fairly to all within rural

areas that community.

All beneficiaries of new development should participate in the cost of providing
and installing infrastructure in the-cemmunity rural areas on an equitable basis
that relates to the degree of benefit, through the use of off-site levies, local
improvement bylaws and Endeavor to Assist clauses.

Definitions:

Country Residential — means Rural Country Residential, inclusive of all country
residential zoning designations;

GMIS - means refers—to the General Municipal Improvement Standards
(engineering guidelines) for the Mackenzie County;

Local Improvement Bylaw - means Local improvements are capital
construction (municipal improvement) projects that Council considers to be of
greater benefit to a particular neighbourhood of the municipality than to the
whole municipality, and that are to be paid for in whole or in part by a tax
imposed as a local improvement;

Off-site Levy — means the charges payable to the County by the developer for
the use and benefits received from the existing or proposed municipal
improvements as stated As-defined in the Alberta Municipal Government Act;

Policy PW039 — means to the County’s Rural Road, Access Construction and
Surface Water Management Policy;

Rural Industrial — means all rural industrial and/or commercial zoning districts;

Funding for municipal infrastructure improvements required to support an
approved Development will be provided by the developer. The County, through
Endeavour to Assist provisions within the Development Agreement, may will
provide assistance to the developer when oversizing is required to collect
appropriate funds from benefiting lands when the benefiting lands are further
developed.

When the County constructs municipal improvements in advance of
developments the County will, through the—use—of an Off-site Levy bylaw(s)
collect apportioned costs as assigned to benefiting lands.

Where a development requires that an arterial road be constructed, the County
shall only consider covering the costs of upgrading the road from a collector to an
arterial standard, and shall, whenever possible, utilize the mechanisms provided
for by Off-site Levy or local improvement bylaw(s) to recover those costs.

Any cost sharing or other funding commitment by the County must be included in
the Development Agreement and form part of the contractual commitment of
each party. The County will not retroactively consider requests from a developer
for funding or cost sharing where a Development Agreement has already been
entered into for the project.

Utility providers shall adhere to best practices regarding the installation,
maintenance and marking of their infrastructure.

Power
New power installations shall be overhead and located in or adjacent to County
road rights-of-way as per the utility provider’s current practice.

Country Residential developments shall be serviced internally with underground
power. Overhead servicing will only be considered where the developer has
provided verification that underground installation is not viable, considering
continuity with existing power supply, lot sizes and anticipated use, and other
criteria as deemed necessary.

Lighting
Street lighting will not typically be installed in rural areas.

For all Country Residential and Rural Industrial developments, some level of road
and intersection lighting may be required. Lighting will be expected to provide
illumination for only those areas anticipated to have high traffic (vehicle, ATV or
pedestrian) volumes.

Where a development is anticipated to significantly increase the traffic at a
particular intersection, the County may request as part of a traffic impact
assessment, that requirements for intersection lighting be reviewed by a qualified
engineer.

Natural Gas
Gas servicing shall be provided to all new developments shall-aliowforthe

provision-of-natural-gas-servicing. Installation shall be in keeping with the utility
provrders current standard practlce Ga&hnesshaﬂ—be—leeaied—aﬁcmmmum—&m

Depending on the location within the County, the developer may be required to
install gas servicing as part of the improvements, in other areas the utility
provider will independently install gas servicing as building development occurs.

In Country Residential and Rural Industrial developments, storm water retention
ponds may be required to mitigate the downstream effects of the development.

For all areas zoned for agriculture, zened—acreages—and-farms,—the sanitary
sewage shall be addressed dealt-with on a site-specific individual-basis and will

typically be a surface pump out or field system. All installations shall meet
provincial requirements.

For all Country Residential and Rural Industrial developments, sanitary sewer
shall be considered collectively. Field systems may still be granted; however,
extensive soil testing and ground water monitoring shall be conducted by a
qualified professional prior to construction to ensure the long-term viability of

compactly-placed concentrated field systems.

In areas where the proximity to existing infrastructure permits, low pressure
sanitary systems shall be permitted. All low-pressure systems shall be fully
engineered, with pump and pipe sizing appropriately designed for full build out of
the system. The engineer shall specifically consider odour concerns where the
low-pressure system feeds into a gravity system or where air releases may be
located, and provide sufficient evidence that the system design will not create
odour concerns.

All sanitary sewer systems that will be the uvrderCounty’s responsibility by way
of ownership and/or maintenance shall be located within a dedicated right-of-
way, public utility lot (PUL) or easement, or Lecation—of-sanitary-lines—shall-be
permitted within an existing road right-of-way.

Design criteria shall be in accordance keeping with the County’s GMIS.

For all areas zoned for agriculture, zened acreages—andfarms,—the water
servicing will be addressed dealt-with on a site-specific individual basis and will

be typically provided H-is—anticipated-that-meost-of these-developments—will-be
serviced by wells or cisterns.

For all Country Residential and Rural Industrial developments, water servicing

shall be considered collectively for-the-entire-proposed-development.

For all rural multi-lot developments adjacent to an existing County rural water
line, the development is required to connect to the water line. All connections to
the—rural water lines shall be installed in accordance with the GMIS and as
specified within the County’s Water and Sewer Bylaw.

Where proximity to an existing County rural water line permits, it is encouraged
that new developments connect to the line.

All water mains that will be the under County’s responsibility by way of ownership
and/or maintenance shall be located within a dedicated right-of-way, PUL or

easement, or Location-of-water-lines—shall-be-permitted within an existing road

Service Connections on Private Land Servicing

All internal
underground servicing shall be engineered to meet Alberta Environment and
Parks AESRD;-Standards and Guidelines for Municipal Waterworks, Wastewater
and Storm Drainage Systems, and a copy of the engineered drawings shall be
provided to the County for review prior to before installation.

All private hydrants and valves shall be properly maintained to the municipal
standards set forth in the GMIS. Preventative maintenance shall be performed
annually, with records provided to the County Utilities department. Alternately,
the Ultilities department may be contracted to perform the preventative
maintenance.

When a proposed development is anticipated to cause significant additional
traffic, a traffic impact assessment shall be completed by a qualified professional.
Depending on the outcome of the assessment, road upgrades may be required.
Upgrades may consist of road widening, road reconstruction to increase the road
structure, dust control by either temporary (oil/calcium) or permanent (asphalt)
products, intersection improvements, lighting, and other measures that are
warranted. The developer shall be responsible for all upgrades.

The County has few rural arterial roads, and are currently limited to the Zama
Access Road, 88 Connector and La Crete North & South access roads are

Whenever practicable, access to a
property shall be from a collector or local road.

Collector

Collectorroads-are-identified-within-Poliey-PW039. Country Residential and Rural
Industrial developments are strongly encouraged to locate along collector roads
in order to mitigate traffic concerns and reduce the amount of road upgrades
required.

developments occur on Iands adJacent to a coIIector road, the County shall
require the developer to provide additional road right of way to the County, if
required, as a condition of their approval.

Developers are required to construct collector roads in accordance with the
GMIS and asper Policy PW039.

Local

Developers are required to construct local roads in accordance with the GMIS
and as-per Policy PW039. Developments that may cause intensive traffic shall be
strongly discouraged from being located along local roads.

Local roads constructed to a rural standard shall utilize swales or ditches for
storm water management.

Sidewalks/Trails

Sidewalks are not anticipated to be constructed in rural areas. Trails, either
asphalt or gravel/mulch, may be required for Country Residential or Rural
Industrial developments, depending on location, anticipated pedestrian traffic and
other factors as determined by the County.

Private Roads

Private roads shall be designed and constructed in accordance with accepted
engineering standards and a copy of the engineered drawings shall be provided
to the County for review prior to construction. Although right-of-way widths may
be reduced due to lot constraints, road design, materials testing and other related
activities shall be undertaken as if it were a public road. Privateroads-shall-be

BACKGROUND / PROPOSAL:

Administration has received enquiries regarding subdividing large parcels of land within
Hamlet boundaries for the purpose of sale prior to further subdivision. These types of
subdivisions would take place within quarter sections with few previous subdivisions or
with existing multi-lot subdivisions and are often defined as the benefiting area of one or
more Off-Site Levy Bylaws.

In order to reduce the cost of preparing these lands for sale to a developer, landowners

have enquired about deferring payment of Off-Site Levy fees and Municipal Reserve until
further subdivision phases or until the time of development.

OPTIONS & BENEFITS:

Option 1:

Allow deferral of Off-Site Levy Fees and Municipal Reserve for large subdivisions within
Hamlet boundaries. A Development Agreement would be signed by all parties and a
caveat would be registered on the new title. This allows the developer to obtain title prior
to subdividing small Hamlet lots and requires low initial investment for developers. If no
further subdivision took place but the lot was developed, all fees would be due at that
time.

Recouping of Off-Site Levies may be delayed but the total fees would remain the same.

Option 2:

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Do not allow fees to be deferred to future phases of subdivision. The overall cost of
subdividing remains the same but requires larger initial investment, deterring
development, and land sale in those areas subject to Off-Site Levy Fees.

Deterring development within areas subject to Off-Site Levy Fees will delay recouping
the costs already fronted by the County and will lead to leap-frog development.

for Wood Bison in Alberta

Lt

Wood bison is an iconic wildlife species' in Canada, having
important ecological value as well as cultural and spiritual
value for many Indigenous peoples. Wood bison is federally
listed as Threatened under the Species at Risk Act. In Alberta,
wood bison that occur in a specified area in northwest
Alberta are listed as Endangered under the provincial Wildlife
Act, and the Ronald Lake bison herd is listed as a Subject
Animal (Figure 1). Wood bison is also a priority species under
the Pan-Canadian Approach to Transforming Species at Risk
Conservation in Canada, through which conservation efforts
are concentrated on collaboratively identified priorities.

Wood bison currently occupy about 6% of their original range.
The overall population has declined significantly, from an
estimated 168,000 animals in the late 1800s to approximately
8,500 individuals today. Wood bison continue to face numerous
threats, including habitat loss or degradation, unregulated
hunting, and introduced cattle diseases (bovine brucellosis and
tuberculosis) that are present in some bison found within, and
adjacent to, Wood Buffalo National Park. Given the significant
reduction in the total population and range of wood bison,

and presence of introduced diseases, the federal recovery
objectives for wood bison are, in the short-term, to maintain
the population size, range and disease-free status of each
disease-free local population (or herd) of wood bison in the
original range of wood bison in Canada.

Wood bison recovery in Alberta has been hindered by

the ongoing threat of bovine tuberculosis and brucellosis.
These diseases are no longer present in domestic livestock
and there is a concern that wild bison could be a risk to

this industry. In 2010, Alberta began implementing a plan

to manage disease risk for northern Alberta wood bison
populations located outside of Wood Buffalo National Park?.
The Parks Canada Agency has also taken steps to manage
disease risk.

In January 2020, the Minister of Environment and Climate
Change announced that wood bison are facing imminent
threats to their recovery. Specifically, an Imminent Threat
Assessment [https://species-registry.canada.ca/index-en.
html#/documents/3616] concluded that two disease-free
herds in northeastern Alberta, the Ronald Lake and Wabasca
herds, are subject to threats that could, in the near-term,
jeopardize achieving the recovery objectives of wood bison,
and thus require immediate attention. The imminent threats
to the Ronald Lake herd include the presence of diseased
bison in Wood Buffalo National Park, which could transfer
tuberculosis or brucellosis to the nearby Ronald Lake

herd, and proposed industrial development in the herd’s
range, which could cause extensive habitat and range loss.
The imminent threat to the small Wabasca herd includes
unregulated harvest, which could lead to herd extirpation.

Wood Bison Conservation Agreement

Both Alberta and Canada recognize the importance of
addressing these and other threats to maintain disease-free
local populations of wood bison. To this end, they have
negotiated a draft conservation agreement using the
provisions for agreements found in Section 11 of the Species
at Risk Act.

The conservation measures identified in the draft
conservation agreement are intended to:

e Minimize future habitat loss and degradation;
e Reduce and eliminate the risk of disease transmission;

¢ Investigate and implement as required additional
approaches to improve the population status of both herds
from other threats; and

e Address information gaps, monitor populations, and
assess effectiveness of the Conservation and Management
Measures.

The draft conservation agreement also recognizes the
importance of collaborating with Indigenous groups and
stakeholders on the effective implementation of Conservation
and Management Measures.

The draft agreement has been posted online for a 60-day
public comment period.

BACKGROUND / PROPOSAL:

Mackenzie County has the opportunity to apply for the Canada Community Revitalization
Fund (CCRF), which is intended to help communities build and improve their community
infrastructure from the effects of the COVID-19 pandemic. The funding will focus on
projects that assist with community vitality, support social and economic cohesion and
revitalize communities. The program goal is to achieve these objectives through public
space improvements to downtown and main street areas commercial areas. Capital
expenditures for playground equipment, sidewalks and other public realm improvements
for creating a more inviting down town are eligible for this grant.

CCREF will fund up to 75% of the project cost with a maximum contribution of
$750,000.00. Organizations are responsible with providing 25% of the project costs.

Fort Vermilion would be the focus of this funding through CCRF. Administration would
suggest improvements to the downtown area, upgrading parks and tourism
enhancements, highlighting the community’s history. Fort Vermilion has shown resilience
as a community dealing with the aftermath of fires, floods and a pandemic in the last few
years. Improving these areas will be an important step to revitalizing the Fort Vermilion
community.

Dear Mayor/Reeve:

Ponoka Town Council is reaching out to other smaller rural communities like ours to voice our concerns regarding
the COVID-19 pandemic. We wish to share with you our concerns for our business community as we believe you
may be experiencing similar issues. We would also like to propose a solution for these concerns and are
requesting your support.

Over the last sixteen months, our small town businesses have experienced an extremely tough rollercoaster ride
amid a long string of lockdowns and restrictions. As we all know they, unlike urban businesses, already face a
different kind of challenge because they do not have the larger population base that businesses in the larger cities
can draw on.

Even now that restrictions are being lifted, it takes much longer for these small, rural businesses to recover and
bounce back; and given that they have been hit with successive waves of shut downs over the past several
months, the damage has been cumulative. We worry that a number of our small businesses may not

survive. And we worry about the terrible impact that losing these businesses would have on our community
considering they are an integral part of our town’s economy. They not only run businesses, they are consumers
too. They buy houses and pay taxes. They are also an important part of our social fabric, as many of them
sponsor sports teams, coach our young athletes, and are leaders, friends and neighbours in our community. We
are deeply concerned about the potential loss of these businesses.

In response to these concerns, we have begun writing letters to the Premier, our MLA, and our MP. We are
requesting additional funding be given to rural municipalities. This money would be specifically earmarked for
small businesses and distributed to them through municipal councils. Our position is that local municipal councils
understand the unique needs of their communities and their businesses, and therefore are in the best position to
distribute these additional dollars most effectively.

Our frustration with government has been that their actions and solutions always appear to be a one-size-fits-all
measure with the emphasis tilted toward the larger cities in our province. We understand that we are all hurting,
but we also can see that there is a tone deafness in particular when it comes to small businesses in rural

Alberta. Our concern is that these small, rural businesses are the lifeblood of this province yet they have always
contributed disproportionately more to our GDP than they have ever received back in compensation. They are
struggling and hurting now. It is time we do something for them or we will soon find that not only will some of
them be gone, but small towns in this province may start to disappear along with them.

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0 Vice Chair and Reeve Beaupre suggested that the Minister of Alberta Environment and
Parks or a representative can be invited in a future NAEL meeting to provide an update
on the mandated targets.

- Mayor Lymburner mentioned premier Kenney’s talk the other night regarding the Section
11 Agreement that the province has been able to remove some control from the federal
government and the caribou situation is now under the provinces’ control.

6.2. COVID-19

- Keep as a standing item

- Communities struggling with empty buildings and businesses are dealing with serious
recovery.

- Our municipalities need continued support in 2021 like the 2020 COVID-19 one-time grant
for the closed facilities.

- The province and AHS has been calling on municipal leaders to try to encourage their
communities to get vaccinated.

O Rural communities are behind in vaccination; the current average is around 33%. The
province is looking at a 70% goal to move into the third stage of opening.

0 As elected leaders, we want to get our communities out of this situation and provide
with as much information as we can and leave the constituents to make their own
decision.

6.3. Northern Agriculture Updates

- Pricing of the crops is a key issue for northern farmers.

0 Agricultural communities in the north, face a lot of challenges that are out of their
hands such as natural circumstances and market price.

- Reeve Kolebaba mentioned that PREDA is doing a study on transportation and costs in the
region and is willing to share the high-level findings with NAEL once the report is
completed.

0 Transportation is one of the biggest costs for farmers when it comes to getting their
product to the market and receiving the tools and products they need.

6.4. Other — TBD by NAEL Members

- Site CDam

0 Reeve Ungarian provided an update on the Site C Dam that a delegate from the project
attended in the last County of Northern Lights council meeting. The 30-minute
presentation included a PowerPoint presentation and they talked about the Milburn
Report (a report on Site C project review by Peter Milburn, Special Advisor to the BC
Ministers of Finance and Energy, Mines and Low Carbon Innovation) and the fiscal
problems. They reassured that they have addressed all the geotechnical problems and
will improve their communications with us.

- Highway Maintenance
0 Mayor Hailes mentioned that the roads are in terrible condition in the northern region

and they need regular maintenance.
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0 Reeve Kolebaba shared that the Construction Association are asking Albertans to take
pictures of their highways and send them their way so that the association can
campaign.

- Flood Mitigation Trailer

0 Mayor Lanctot thanked municipalities for sending letters on the trailer and that Falher
received one which is situated here in the north and is accessible.

0 Deputy Mayor Manzer also thanked for the efforts and informed that the trailer has
arrived in Peace River when the ice was melting.

- Funding Disasters

0 Deputy Mayor Manzer mentioned changes to the province’s Disaster Recovery Program
(DRP). The province is sharing the financial risk and liability of disaster expenses through
cost-sharing mechanisms, thresholds, residential funding limits, or restrictions to
assistance in floodways, as part of its disaster assistance program. Alberta has
implemented a 90:10 cost-sharing arrangement with local governments and private-
sector applicants, which include homeowners, residential tenants, small business
owners, landlords, agriculture operations, condominium associations and not-for-profit
organizations and cooperatives.

- Rest Areas

0 Mayors Lymburner and Hailes mentioned Alberta Transportation’s plan of developing
rest areas between communities as discussed with the Transportation Minister. The
local communities expressed their concerns that it would take business away from
them. The project is on hold for now.

It was MOVED by Vern Lymburner THAT NAEL requests clarification from the Premier’s office as
to what the Premier was referencing in regards to the control over caribou situation/species at
risk and what powers the province has now.

It was MOVED by Jim Hailes THAT NAEL approaches the Minister of Transportation and the
Regional Director of Transportation to allocate more funds for the maintenance and upkeep of
highways in northern Alberta.

Flood Mitigation Trailer
0 Happy to hear that the flood mitigation trailer made it way to the north after the last
meeting. | have spoken with the Minister Mclver about that.
- Rural Doctor Discussion
0 The Alberta Health Services should know how many doctors are required in each
community. The plan needs to have a timeline or an end date to have those health
professionals in place in our rural communities.
- Caribou Section 11 Agreement
0 The Alberta government did sign off on Section 11 with the Federal government, which will
have wide reaching ramifications. It would be good for NAEL to get more
information/clarification.
- Rest Areas
0 Itis good to hear that the local municipalities are getting the government back on track.
There are communities that are struggling right now and to put up businesses in-between
those communities would be counterproductive.

Presenter: Hon. Travis Toews, MLA Grande Prairie-Wapiti and Minister of Finance
- CoviID-19

0 The opening plan has some hard metrics and very optimistic that it is going to proceed on
the anticipated timelines.

0 The first doses are slowing down, so we are encouraging everybody who are interested to
be vaccinated. Second doses have been sped up, due to the availability of the vaccines.

0 As we start to get past COVID, our attention will be singularly on economic recovery and
growth. It is going to be critically important to position the Alberta economy for
investment attraction and growth. Economic recovery is not only important to get
Albertans back to work and our businesses back but also for the long term fiscal health of
the province.

- Energy

0 The demand globally for energy products is rising faster than production is responding,
with a West Texas Intermediate (WTI) price over $70.00. As well, natural gas prices are
high.

0 Alberta energy companies are strengthening their balance sheets, which struggled last
year. They are starting to expand their capital expenditure plans and are expecting an
additional three billion dollars in capital expenditures.

0 The Alberta government advocated to the Federal government for an investment tax
credit, which is of significance for carbon capture and storage. That notation was included
on the budget, but the federal budget did not include a definitive dollar figure. There will
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be discussions/negotiations in the upcoming days, weeks, and probably months. The
province will be advocating for at least and equivalent to the Q45 approach in the US.
- Hydrogen Facility in Edmonton

0 Premier announced a new investment for Edmonton Air Products. It is a 1.3 billion dollar
investment for setting up a blue hydrogen facility.

0 Blue hydrogen production uses natural gas and the carbon will be captured and stored
which is very positive for upstream natural gas industry and our municipalities in the north
who also have this asset.

0 It will also improve our investment narrative that Alberta can continue to attract capital.

0 This project will create 2,500 jobs to build and 100s of jobs to operate.

- Venture Capital Investment

0 Doubling the venture capital investment in the province of Alberta in 2020 was
exceptional. Other provinces across the nation actually saw a decline; we were an anomaly
in terms of investment attraction. 2021 is starting out even stronger.

- Petrol Chemical

0 The Nauticol project in Grande Prairie region has been moving forward and making
progress.

0 The new Alberta petrochemical incentive program is an improvement over the
petrochemical diversification program that it replaced. There is significant interest by the
project proponents in this program.

- Agricultural

0 While 2020 was still a tough year for some farmers in this region, the province in general
had a good year in agriculture, and 2021 is beginning well with bankable high prices.

0 The province is seeing some additional processing and manufacturing investment.

- Forestry
0 Forestry is having the best year ever, in terms of pricing.
- Caribou — Species at Risk

0 This is a challenging issue for the province.

0 Chapter 11 gives the province more ability to chart its own course.

0 There are a number of planning committees working together with the forestry companies
and the energy industry to find a path forward.

0 The province needs to find a way to ensure that there is adequate habitat.

e A brief Q&A session followed after the Hon. Toews’ updates. The discussions included the
following:
- Video Lottery Terminal (VLT) allocation

0 Businesses with potential and capacities to operate VLT machines in the northern
communities would be able to generate revenue if the allocation process of the machines
by the Alberta Gaming and Liquor Commission (AGLC) were sped up for them. AGLC has
over 500 VLTs in their warehouse to be allocated. Minister Toews to follow up with the
AGLC.
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- Unpaid oil and gas taxes

0 There is about 240 million dollars owed by energy companies on taxes. Municipalities have
tight budgets and they have not heard any updates from the province on this. 40% of
those taxes represent the companies that are still operating. Minister Toews to have
discussion with Minister Mclver on this topic for more insight into this.

- Permits for mining industry

0 There are mining industry members who are having challenges obtaining permits for iron
ore, palladium and lithium. There is a momentum to diversify and find investment
attraction opportunities with the government, but when it comes to the bureaucratic level,
there seems to be resistance. The process to obtain even the non-disclosure agreement
(NDA) of investment is long. Minister Toews asked for additional details about the
interested proponents and their pinch points to be able to advocate on behalf of them to
the applicable ministry.

- The Internet Access

O Reliable access to the Internet has become even more critical to the rural communities
with the current virtual format of doing work including students’ studies. This has been
talked about for a long time but not much has been done in getting this to all the
communities. It is now time to invest in reliable internet. Minister Toews shared that
Service Alberta is in the final stage of coming forward with an ambitious and bold plan for
rural connectivity that will address these issues significantly.

- Grants and Funding for municipalities to fight COVID-19

0 Continued support to the municipalities is needed to help cover incremental costs and
reduced revenues associated with the pandemic as the COVID lasted longer than
anticipated.

0 There is no plan on adding anything to the operating support transfer as it was planned to
be a one-time funding program. The pandemic is however, disrupting activities and
businesses are hurting. This year, the province has pulled forward the capital funding by
over 200 million dollars for municipalities ensuring they have some additional capital
funding this year. However, this capital funding will be decreased while municipalities look
over the next 3 year span.

Presenter: Tracy Allard, MLA for Grande Prairie
- Broadband
0 Met with Minister Glubish regarding rural broadband and discussed what we are going to
do to ensure that we get reliable connectivity. Broadband is vital and critical for business,
education and for life like other key infrastructure.
- Accessibility for persons with disability
0 MLA Allard is currently in a wheelchair and provided her perspective of what it is like to
not have access to basic services such as transportation, and getting in and out of public
buildings.
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Presenter: Dan Williams, MLA for Peace River
- Infrastructure
o The summer construction season is going to be significant for the Northwest with
approximately 80 million dollars of transportation infrastructure investment in the Peace
Region.
0 We have the potential for a 200 million dollar bridge across the Peace River. We are
making sure we work out the details with our partner Métis settlement in Paddle Prairie.
If, for some reason we need to take a 2nd look, there are options for North and South of
Paddle Prairie. The government is committed to moving forward with the fee-for-service
transportation across Peace River, potentially open for traffic crossing as early as the
winter of 2025.
- Flood Mitigation
0 We are working with Fort Vermilion town site flood prevention and with Mackenzie
County for more funding beyond the initial flood mitigation dollars.
0 The flood mitigation trailer has work to be done, but there is movement on that.
- New School Projects
0 School projects in the north such as in Manning and Mackenzie County are moving
forward.
- La Crete Maternity Centre
O The pre-construction work is starting next year.
- Wolverine pipeline is moving.
- Working with High Level to have an emergency centre there.

Budget 2021: Smart and Compassionate

At our final budget deliberations in April, Council approved no tax rate increase for 2021. While the County
must still collect municipal taxes to fund essential services like fire, waste management, road maintenance
and water supply, we hope the hold on the tax rate will provide some relief. This is a budget that looks at
the now — it prioritizes maintaining essential services and programs and supports initiatives to help
decrease the burden on our residents during these challenging times. It’s also forward-thinking, ensuring
our investments support community sustainability and quality of life today and in the future.

Budget 2021 investment highlights include:

» About 56 per cent of the capital budget for road and bridge projects.

« $6 million for recreation; community; culture; library; seniors and special needs transportation; and
FCSS grants to community organizations and neighbouring municipalities, as outlined in our
Intermunicipal Collaboration Framework agreements.

* $6.7 million for critical infrastructure projects. This includes environmental improvements at the Clairmont
Centre for Recycling and Waste Management as well as new infrastructure to ensure safe and quality
drinking water in La Glace.

* $1.1 million for new or upgraded Regional Fire Service equipment to enhance public safety.

Managing surface water remains a priority of Council’s, after dealing with extensive flooding in 2018 and
2020. A policy for surface water management is now in place to help prevent future issues. Along with
significant investments in road projects and annual work to reduce the risk of flooding along County
roadways, the 2021 budget included $395,000 for Ditch Rehabilitation, $20,000 for Storm Drain
Maintenance, and an additional full-time equipment operator in Public Works.

Being mindful of circumstances and guidelines related to the pandemic, the County continues to create
and promote safe opportunities to engage families and people of all ages this summer. Council approved
waiving permit and inspection fees for County-based restaurants and food service businesses to install an
outdoor patio this summer, providing more spaces for families to enjoy.
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Welcome Hythe!

In March, Hythe residents voted to dissolve and become a hamlet in the County of Grande Prairie, as the
Village is no longer viable and able to continue operating on its own. We extended a warm welcome to
Hythe citizens. They have long been our neighbours and friends, and now will be a part of our community.

The next step is for Provincial Cabinet to approve the dissolution with a formal Order in Council. At that
time, the Village of Hythe will be officially dissolved. We do not yet know when that will occur but are
already working with Hythe Administration to ensure a smooth transition and provide high quality municipal
services to our new hamlet.

Regional Collaboration

There are many ways the County works with our neighbouring municipalities. One of those ways — our
Intermunicipal Collaboration Framework agreements (ICFs) — formalize how we will share resources and
services, with each of those partnerships tailored to support the unique needs and priorities of each
community.

The end of 2020 marked the successful completion of six of our required seven ICFs with our neighbours.
3 Through collaborative discussions, we have now completed ICFs with Birch Hills County, Saddle Hills
County, MD of Greenview, and the towns of Sexsmith, Beaverlodge and Wembley.

At the beginning of May, we announced that the County and City were moving forward with mandated
arbitration to reach an agreement on our joint ICF. While the City and County identified areas of further
collaboration over the last few months, we were not able to reach an agreement related to cost-sharing for
services within the specified timeline. Our next step is to present our case to an arbitrator, alongside the
City, to finalize the framework.

4. Flood Mitigation Trailer - MD of Smoky River
Presenter: Mr. Marcel Maure — Director of Protective Services/Fire Chief
e Key highlights from the presentation included:
0 Northwest Alberta has been facing overland flooding. Flooding occurred throughout the
north in 2020.
0 Mitigation is essential to protect property and infrastructure from the flooding.
0 A flood mitigation trailer gives communities the ability to protect some assets. There are
trailers available in the southern municipalities of the province.
O Early last year, a request was submitted and was accepted for a temporary trailer to be
assigned to the northwest.
0 Arequest submitted to have a trailer in the northwest full time was rejected.
0 A flood mitigation trailer was used to assist and protect infrastructure in the Peace River,
MD of Smoky River, Big Lakes County and Sexsmith floods.
— Combined 11 homes, 1 condominium complex and the Telus building were saved.
0 Following options were suggested for consideration :
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— The elected leaders to request that provincial leaders station a trailer in the north:
acquire a trailer or transfer one of the three trailers from the south to the north;

— Communities in the northwest gather funds and create a trailer; or

— One agency purchases a trailer and charges for the use.

e A brief Q&A session followed the presentation and included the discussions around cost of the
trailer and how funding supports in acquiring trailers for northwestern municipalities can be
accessed including from the provincial government and industry partners.

5. Updates from Victim Services Alberta- MD of Smoky River

Presenter: Mr. Brian Turpin — President, Victim Services Alberta

e Key highlights from the presentation included:

0 The legislation change through the Bill 16: Victims of Crime Act to the Victims of Crime and
Public Safety Act, is impacting the victims’ crime fund. Previously the funds would come
from surcharges, now the government is taking the victims’ fund and using a portion to hire
new police officers and crown prosecutors.

0 Victim services is currently under review of its models of service delivery and funding. Some
unprecedented cuts are happening to the funding, even though it is a separate fund and
sustainable on its own.

0 Over the last six months many programs have been cut, including training.

6. Site C Dam Project and the Safety Concerns
Presenter: Terry Ungarian — Reeve, County of Northern Lights
e Key highlights from the presentation included:
0 BC Hydro is constructing an earth fill hydroelectric dam, the third one in BC on the Peace
River known as Site C Dam.
0 Concerns about the stability of the dam have recently come to the attention of our council.
— It is being constructed on unstable terrain.
— In 1980s, BC Utilities Commission indicated that BC did not need the electricity and
stated that the dam would have negative social and environmental impacts.
— The geotechnical risks are the key reasons why BC Hydro Board rejected the project in
the early 1990’s.
- It is facing massive cost overruns, the majority due to geotechnical problems and water
seepage.
- On October 21, 2020, it was recorded that the project faced serious geotechnical
problems due to its weak foundation and stability of the dam was at significant risk.
- A major engineering change was made in the configuration from a C formation to an L
in an effort to avoid some shield based soil conditions.
0 Municipalities along the banks of Peace River will surely suffer if the structure was to fail.
The effects on the residents and on the economy would be catastrophic.
0 Would like answers or assurances from our provincial government on their actions in
respect to this project.

e A brief Q&A session followed the presentation and included the discussions around importance
of transparency and conversations that happened between the two provinces considering the
impacts of construction on the communities along the Peace River.

0 County of Northern Lights can bring these concerns forward to the upcoming RMA
convention and have a motion put on the table.

e Chair Jim Rennie asked the attending MLAs to provide their thoughts on this during their
updates.
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e Reeve Ungarian to forward his presentation to share with the NAEL members.

The Site C dam project was discussed once again by the Council for the County of Northern
Lights at their regular meeting of June 22, 2021. At that time it was noted that while you had
provided the information items requested at the June 8% council meeting, Council understood
the full unredacted Milburn report, and the full unredacted France and Hoeg report would be
provided.

The Milburn report that was made public was apparently a condensed version of the actual
report that explored reasons for the multi billion dollar cost overruns and construction
problems at the site. The report which you provided was a more complete version, however
12 complete sections and 296 section pages of the appendix were readacted — basically all of it.

The unredacted France and Hoeg technical report was not included in the link, and there were
no Technical Advisory Reports for 2021 — and | believe you stated on June 8" that you were not
certain of the availability of those reports. What you sent were minutes of the Technical
Advisory Board without any attendees information. You also indicated there was no safety
plan specific to Site C yet, however you were to provide the plan for the WAC Bennet dam.

Our Council is still very concerned with the secrecy surrounding this project, particularly the
statement in the France and Hoeg report summary which states “The geogechnical
investigations for the project did not include the portion of the earth fill dam foundation
beneath the riverbed as it was not considered safe to use barge mounted equipment due to
river currents.” It’s confirmed again further on: “geotechnical investigations were limited to
areas outside of the riverbed”. So this tells us a multi billion dollar project was started without
knowing what was being built upon, until roughly 6 billion was spent and the river was diverted
because the process of gathering that information was “not considered safe”.
