Community Involvement:
Community Events

In June of 2022 Fort Vermilion RCMP members of the Mackenzie County Enhanced Unit
attended to La Crete Public schools in Conjunction with the La Crete Fire Department to speak
with the kids about their jobs and answer any questions they had and toured them through the
emergency vehicles. The Enhanced unit with the Provincial/CTA members all took part in
assisting in Indigenous Day by attending parades and assisting in cooking for the event with the
Fort Vermilion Fire Department.

Traffic Enforcement
Traffic offences in the Mackenzie Region have been continuing at a steady rate. For the
months of April - June there has been a 43 collisions in the region resulting in 3
provincial charges laid 5 Still under investigation.

Members continue to investigate traffic offences. Various Provincial/Criminal traffic
charges throughout the months.

139 Provincial tickets were issued with 141 Warnings.
5 Immediate Roadside Sanction for an Impaired driver was issued.

1 Criminal Code charge was laid for Dangerous Operation Causing Death. This lengthy
investigation took place over the last six months.

School zone patrols continue on a regular basis with educating the public on the rules
and regulations within those zones.

The Members continue to conduct traffic stops with an education youth component
about driving with liquor containers within reach in vehicles and driving with open
containers. T

Members are continuing with check stops to ensure everyone is operating a motor
vehicle while sober.

Working with Schools

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The SRO enhanced member has been on PAT leave since the end of March, there has
been limited visits with the schools aside from specific requests by the principals. We are
expecting by the start of the school year the SRO enhanced member will be back and
filling in this spot again along with the new request of community involvement as well.

Crime Reduction

Members executed 25 out of the 100 outstanding warrants throughout the community.
This is a notable size of arrests, on top of every day call taking. Members are largely
leading to a decrease for warrants outstanding.

Cst. Freamo and Cst. Mason continue to work with members of community on obtaining
information assisting in locating wanted individuals.

Assisting with Investigations

From April to the end of June Cst. Mason and Cst. Freamo have attended 91 calls for
service within the Mackenzie County RCMP detachment Region.

With the Covid 19 starting to be a thing behind us the enhanced members have been
able to increase their proactive work.

Notable occurrences for the Month

Cst. MASON has been addressing the Off road vehicles (ORV) in the county as the nice
weather has sparked more of these vehicles to be visible on the streets. One of the
youth were stunting and took off from police when the emergency lights were activated.
Later the individual was identified, the vehicle was seized until the driver dealt with his
ticket.

Since this it has been noticed the ORV’s are being more mindful of how they are
operating when crossing or doing short travels to the trails while on the road.

There has been some break and enters to the town of La Crete, and Cst. KERN made
headway with a joint operation with one of our Grande Prairie units and have
solved/arrested one of the SOC's involved in the Break and Enter. Everything is before
the courts now.

Drugs

Members continue to receive Crime Stoppers tips in relation to Drug Trafficking taking
place within the communities. Members are currently following up in relation to these
tips and are investigating further.

Underage Purchase/Consumption of Liquor

The members have received concerns from the community in relation to the underage
purchase and consumption of liquor. This is leading to an increase in Impaired Collisions
and Dangerous Operation of Motor vehicles. Members are in direct contact with the
community, who are providing information on possible locations of these liquor
purchases.

Cst. Dickison continues to work with the enforcement with the local liquor stores and
minors purchasing liquor.

Title: Disposal of Animal Carcasses Options
BACKGROUND / PROPOSAL:

Council had approached administration regarding livestock carcasses that are being
dumped on public properties within the County and asked what options were available to
residents to dispose of their deceased livestock.

The Alberta Animal Health Act - Disposal of Dead Animals Regulations lists 8 methods
acceptable for proper disposal of livestock.

1. Disposal in landfill - Mackenzie Regional Landfill is a Class 1 landfill and does
accept animal carcasses for disposal.

2. Burial - A dead animal may be buried in a farm burial pit in accordance with
subsection (3) to (6) of the Disposal of Dead Animals Regulation.

3. Burning - Dead animals can be burned in an open fire or an incinerator.

4. Composting in a compost facility - Example of a composting facility would be
the Mackenzie Regional Landfill.

5. Farm composting - Animals can be composted in and indoor or outdoor compost
pile

6. Food for other animals. - The owner of the dead animal may dispose of the dead
animal by feeding it to an animal.

7. Rendering - A dead animal may be disposed of in a rendering plant. The closest
retendering plant is in Edmonton.

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8. Natural disposal - A dead animal may be disposed of by scavenging on property
owned or leased by the animal owner and must be a minimum of 100 meters from
the property boundary.

Penalties for not complying with these regulations can be quite substantial with fines
reaching up to $15,000 for first offence.

Educating livestock owners on proper disposal methods and consequences of non-

compliance would be the first step in helping to eliminate the improper disposal of
animals.

DISPOSAL OF DEAD ANIMALS REGULATION
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Definitions

1 In this Regulation,
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Section 2 DISPOSAL OF DEAD ANIMALS REGULATION AR 132/2014

(a) “Act” means the Animal Health Act,

(b) “composting”, in respect of a dead animal, means a
managed process for aerobic decomposition of the dead
animal;

(¢) “dead animal” means

(i) all or part of an animal that has died from a cause
other than having been slaughtered or killed for

(A) human or animal consumption, or
(B) an animal product or animal by-product,

(i) inedible offal, condemned material or waste material
from an animal that was slaughtered or killed for

(A) animal consumption, or
(B) an animal product or animal by-product,

Owner’s duties

3(1) The owner of a dead animal shall dispose of the dead animal
in accordance with this Regulation.

(a) the odours generated by the dead animal are minimized,

(b) any run-on or run-off water at the site where the dead
animal is located is minimized,

(c) the risk of the spread of disease is minimized, and
(d) the dead animal does not create a nuisance.

(3) The owner of a dead animal shall dispose of the dead animal
within 7 days unless the owner stores the dead animal

(a) outside during winter months when the ambient

Purpose

To provide a framework and guidance for the disposal of county’s assets.

1. INTRODUCTION
Mackenzie County replaces its assets that outlive their useful lives and/or are no
longer required for operational reasons.
2. OBJECTIVES
The objectives of the asset disposal policy are to:
= Safeguard county’s assets against inappropriate disposal or loss.
= Ensure that the disposal is advertised in public media (if applicable).
= Ensure that all people who are interested in the asset have an equal
opportunity to purchase the asset.
= Ensure that the assets are sold at no less than fair market value unless
otherwise approved by Council.
= Improve and enhance the control over asset disposal.

3. SCOPE

The asset disposal policy is applicable to all County’s assets.

4. ASSET DISPOSAL REQUEST

All departments shall plan for disposal of assets on an annual basis in
conjunction with their departments’ annual budget preparation.

The departments that intend to dispose their assets are responsible for preparing
the asset disposal request form (Schedule A).
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The planning for disposal should include a detailed assessment of assets
identified as surplus, redundant or obsolete by the department. In assessing the
assets considered for disposal, the departments should consider the following:

Assets can still deliver the services at acceptable quality level.
Assets can still deliver services effectively and efficiently.

Assets have reached the end of their useful life.

Assets have become uneconomical to operate and maintain.

The technology of the assets is outdated.

Assets have negative effects on the community and environments.

5. APPROVAL OF ASSET DISPOSAL
The disposal request shall be submitted to Chief Administrative Officer or
Designate for approval. Chief Administrative Officer or Designate shall be
responsible for assessing and approving the disposal request. A copy of the
approved form shall be submitted to the County’s Finance Controller.
6. ADVERTISEMENT
If applicable, the approved disposal shall be publicly advertised through the
appropriate media as specified in the asset disposal request and approved by the
Chief Administrative Officer.
7. DISPOSAL METHODS
The following methods of disposal shall be used:

= Surplus Sale

The advantages of sale are as follows:

o The process is open to public.
o It may maximize the number of potential buyers when selling the

assets.

o All potential buyers have equal opportunities to purchase the
assets.

o Can be sold alongside other non-asset items being disposed of by
the County.

o The transaction may be settled at fair market value.

o No marketing fees for Surplus Sale, as advertising can be done in
house, and on website, social media.

o No commission fees.

Public Auction

The advantages of auctions are as follows:
o The process is open to public.
o It may maximize the number of potential buyers when selling the
assets.
o All potential buyers have equal opportunities to purchase the
assets.
o The transaction may be settled at fair market value.
The disadvantages of auctions may include:
o The commission fees may be higher than the selling fees for private
sales.
o The marketing fees for public auction may be higher than private
sales.

Trade-in

The disposed assets may be traded-in on purchasing new assets. This
method is applicable to the vehicles and equipment categories of assets.
When this method is selected, the department is responsible to have the
quote for trade-in value from the vendor. The trade-in value offered by the
vendor needs to be assessed by the person who conducts the transaction
to ensure this value is fair and reasonable. The trade-in value must be
approved by the Chief Administrative Officer or Designate before entering
into the trade-in agreement.

Tender

The value of the disposed assets and the prospect of maximizing the
disposal value need to be considered when selecting this method. A
reserved bid shall be set for all assets proposed to be disposed by this
method. The tenders shall be advertised for two consecutive weeks. After
the tender is closed, the tenders shall be open in the presence of the
Finance Controller. The results of the tender shall be presented to Chief
Administrative Officer with a recommendation of the successful bidder and
approving the appropriate action.

If all received tenders are below the predetermined reserved bid, a
request for decision shall be prepared and submitted to Council requesting
to dispose an asset below the reserved bid to the highest bidder.

Donation

The surplus assets can be donated to registered charities, not-for-profit

organizations, and other governments. The transfers of the disposed
assets shall be approved by Chief Administrative Officer or Designate
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before transferring the ownership and physical assets. A quarterly report
of such activities shall be submitted to Council.

= Other
Other methods of disposal may be utilized as authorized by the Chief
Administrative Officer. A quarterly report of such activities shall be
submitted to Council.

8. APPROVAL OF THE TRANSACTION

Director of Cerperate—Services Finance shall be responsible for approving the
financial transactions resulting from disposal of assets.

9. TRANSFER THE PHYSICAL ASSETS TO THE PURCHASERS

The departments that dispose their assets are responsible for transferring the
ownership and physical assets. When transferring the assets to the purchasers,
the purchasers must present the original receipt of the payment.

The department shall be responsible for notifying the County’'s Risk
Manager/Insurance Clerk that removal of an asset from the County’s insurance is
required.

10. ADMINISTRATIVE RESPONSIBILITY

Chief Administrative Officer or designate is responsible for compliance with this
policy.
